Safety Alert

Damaged Electrical Cord causes Electrocution

Scenario

While at home an employee suffered an electrical shock
including burn marks to the wrist while using an electrical
appliance - ahair dryer.

Close inspection of the hair dryer showed br oken isolation
wherethe cable entersthedryers housing at the base of the
unit (see photo ) allowing bare wiresto touch the person’s
wrist causing an electric shock and minor burn markstothe
inside of the hand.

Thisincident clearly had the potential to cause afatality,
particularly so asthe homes' electrical system was not
protected by aresidual current device.

Actions
The following actions & controls are provided to prevent such
an incident happening to you, your family or your work mates:

1. Ensureyour ‘house and home', workplace and any portable
electrical tools are protected by an approved electrical
circuit breaker or residual current device (RCD).

2. Periodically inspect all electrical appliances, their cables
and any extension cords for damage, at home and at work.

3. Atwork, only use electrical tools showing a current
electrical test tag. If the item has no test tag, do not use it
but attach an ‘out of servicetag’, and have it tested.

4. If any defects are found, have them repaired. At work, place

an out of ‘servicetag' on the unit, and scheduleit for inspection/repair.

5. If the unit cannot be repaired, ensure it cannot accidentally be returned into service.
Disconnect the unit, cut the cord and bend the contactor s as shown.

6. Educate your children about the dangers of electricity.

These simple steps can save your life—and can save other lives.
